This Annual Abstract encompasses both descriptive and analytical summaries of Students‟ 

enrollment, Teachers‟ qualification, School leaders‟ profiles, the type and number of Schools at 

all levels and their WASH facilities and other quality indicators of the education system. 

Therefore, this annual education abstract is intended to serve as a basis for evidence-based 

planning and decision-making, monitoring and evaluation of the education sector and encourage 

further research on education related issues. 
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GLOSSARY  

Pre primary education  

Pre Primary Education encompasses age group of 3
+ 

to 6
+ (1) years

. It is intended to acquire basic 

skills such as pre-reading, pre-writing, counting and arithmetic which help children to be ready 

for the formal schooling. The program also helps children to develop reading, writing and 

arithmetic and basic life skills like hand-washing and table manner. 

Endorsing the fact that this program is indispensable for the child to be prepared for the next 

primary school through equipping with the above mentioned skills and socialization habits the 

City Government of Addis Ababa Education Bureau has exerted significant effort in pushing 

every education office and primary school to take initiatives to create access to quality pre 

primary education. To this end Kindergarten and „O‟ classes have flourished in government 

primary schools.  

„‟O‟‟ class 

„‟O‟‟ class is centered and implemented in government primary schools. These centers are 

established for children of age 5 to 6 that do not have access to formal preschool program. The 

centers use indoor and outdoor playing and learning materials. To ensure the successful 

transitions of the children from O class to the formal primary school, the O classes are either 

established separately or as part of primary school. 

Gross Enrollment Rate (GER) 

GER is defined as the total number of students enrolled in certain level of education regardless of 

age. It can be calculated dividing total children enrolled in the specific year in a level by the 

school age population for the level in the specific year. This is a widely applicable tool to see the 

coverage of education in a given country.

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Net Enrollment Rate (NER) 

NER is defined as enrolment of the official age group for a given level of education expressed as 

a percentage of the corresponding population. Its purpose is to show the extent of coverage in a 

given level of education of children and youths belonging to the official age group corresponding 

to the given level of education. NER is a ratio obtained by taking the number of appropriate age 

enrollment of students in the primary school systems to the expected official primary school age 

population. It is usually lower than the GER since it excludes over-aged and under-aged students. 

It is used to measure the number of children that have access at the official school admission age 

specified for each level in the education system.  

Gender Parity Index (GPI) 

Gender Parity Index (GPI) is an important indicator that reveals the prevailing reality in the 

enrolment of females in comparison with males so as to boost enrollment and participation of 

girls in education. It is used to measure the level of equity between boys and girls. GPI is defined 

as female gross enrollment ratio divided by male gross enrollment ratio. For an ideal case in 

which equality between boys and girls is attained the gender parity index (GPI) becomes 1.  

Pupil-Teacher Ratio (PTR) 

It is the proportion of the students enrolled in a certain level at a given school year to the number 

of teachers teaching them. Pupil teachers Ratio is one of the major quality indicators since it 

helps to assess the opportunity of students in getting teachers support.  Conventionally, lower 

pupil teacher ratio enhances more reach and support for individual learners while the opposite 

happens with higher pupil teacher ratios.  

Pupil Section Ratio (PSR) 

Pupil Section Ratio (PSR) is used as an indicator used to measure to assess availability and 

efficiency of class room resource utilization. It is computed as number of students per class room in a 

school.

Primary education 

Primary education comprises two sub-cycles namely a basic education cycle covering grades 1–4 

(learning Reading, Writing and Arthematics) and a general primary cycle covering grades 5–8. 

At the end of the second cycle (grade 8), Regional examination is given to certify the 

completion of general primary education.  

Access  

Access can be defined as the extent to which the “school-age” population is able to access the 

first grade of a particular level or cycle of education. Access to the first level of educat ion is 

measured in terms of the proportions of children admitted relative to the total child population at 

that level.  

Coverage 

Coverage can be defined as the participation of the “school-age” population in education 

services, ideally to the completion of the level concerned (MOE, 2010; UNESCO, 2006). From 

total children in the population with the age of 7-14, how many of them are in schools?  

Apparent Intake Rate (AIR) 

Apparent Intake Rate (AIR) is the percentage of new entrants (regardless of age) to grade 1. 

Net Intake Rate (NIR) 

Net Intake Rate (NIR) refers to children entering school in their proper school age. It is 

computed as a percentage of the total number of children of the same age-group within the 

population. It is calculated for different age groups over several successive years. This can give a 

fairly precise and clear picture of the conditions of enrollment of any given cohort. 

Adjusted primary Net enrollment rate 

Adjusted primary Net enrollment rate is the ratio of the number of pupils in primary and 

secondary schools whose age range are 7-14 years to the population size of 7-14 years age group. 
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Internal efficiency 

Internal efficiency indicators help to understand the level of utilization of limited resources 

efficiently and timely. These indicators are commonly used to measure the efficiency of the 

education system in producing graduates of a particular education cycle or level. A student may 

possibly be promoted, repeated or dropped out in a particular academic year. Repeating a grade 

means using more resources than allocated to a student; and leaving school (dropping out) before 

completing a particular cycle or level of education also results in wastage of resources. To this 

end, reduced repetition and dropout rates at each grade level indicates efficient utilization of 

resources. 

The dropout rate 

The dropout rate is a measure of the number of students leaving schools before completion 

(graduation) of a certain cycle or grade level out the total number of students enrolled.  

Repetition rate 

Repetition rate measures the proportion of students who have remained in the same grade for two 

or more consecutive years by returning for a second or third time 

The survival rate 

The survival rate to grade 5 is used to estimate the percentage of students who will complete the 

first cycle of primary education. The completion of at least 4 years of schooling is considered as 

a pre-requisite for a sustainable level of literacy. Survival rates approaching 100% indicate a 

high level of retention and low incidence of dropouts. The reliability of this indicator depends on 

the consistency of data on enrollment and repeaters both in terms of coverage overtime and 

across grades. 

Completion Rate  

It‟s defined as the rate of the number of children graduating from grade level each year to the 

population of official graduating age.  
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School Facility 

School facilities are the facilities provided to students, so that they can use every opportunity to 

develop full potential. 

Alternative basic education (ABE) 

Alternative basic education is a modality introduced to the education system to accommodate 

children of school age who could not join the regular program due to problems like poverty, lack 

of support, orphanage etc. As the target is to reduce the number of these children by creating 

access, the situation of ABE in Addis Ababa seems to reflect this reality. 

General secondary education 

The general secondary education aims at preparing students to identify their areas of interest for 

further education and training.  

Preparatory level (grade 11 and 12) 

The preparatory level (grade 11 and 12) prepares students for higher education or for choosing a 

career.  

Integrated Functional Adult Education (IFAE) 

The Integrated Functional Adult Education (IFAE) programme is a functional literacy 

programme that reaches out to adults and young people aged 15 or older and is available to 

women, the disabled, and minority groups. The main goals of the programme are to increase 

literacy rates, to promote women‟s empowerment, to improve participants‟ health and to raise 

the general standards of living within communities. The programme consists of two eight-month 

courses that participants complete within two years. 

Pupils with Disability 

Pupil with disability is any of various difficulties (such as a physical, emotional, behavioral, or 

learning disability or impairment) that cause an individual to require additional or specialized 

services or accommodations (Students with special education need). 
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School water, sanitation and hygiene (WASH) 

Children have the right to basic facilities such as safe drinking water, school toilets, clean 

surroundings and basic information on Hygiene. Water, sanitation and hygiene in schools create 

an enabling environment which secure children‟s dignity, safety, health and attendance in classes 

It is with this understanding that the City government education bureau has been committed to 

ensure access to WASH facilities in schools by providing the necessary  human, financial and 

material resources to accommodate the WASH needs of children in schools. The status of 

WASH facilities in Addis Ababa schools is presented in the following sections.  

School Co-Curricular 

School Co-curricular Activities are defined as the activities that enable to supplement and 

complement the curricular or main syllabi activities. These are the very important part and parcel 

of educational institutions to develop the students‟ personality as well as to strengthen the 

classroom learning.

However, compared to the last four consecutive years, the government pre-

primary schools have shown improvement in the year 2011 E.C.  Conversely, public pre-primary 

and primary have remained stable over the past five years.

The city government of Addis Ababa Education bureau is devoted to ensure that all children need to have access and equal opportunity 

to education regardless of differences.  Table 2.3 shows the enrollment of children from preprimary to secondary and preparatory, ABE 

and IFAE for the last five consecutive years. Accordingly, the table above depicts that the enrolment rate of females students in 

secondary and preparatory has been greater in number than male counterparts for the last five years. Similarly, the enrollment of female 

students in primary school is greater than males throughout the last five years. To the reverse of primary and secondary schools, the 

number of male students is greater than females in preprimary schools. In general, with the exception of the year 2009 E.C, the total 

enrollment has shown straight progress since 2007 up to 2011. With respect to ABE and IFAE, the enrollment of adults is almost 

declining since 2007 E.C.

A can be seen from table 3.11, the pupil teacher ratios for government  general secondary schools 

in 2011 E.C was 20, while this was reported as 19 for non-government schools  and this is almost 

similar with the government schools ratio.  

On the other hand, the pupil teacher ratio for the preparatory school is some what different from 

the general secondary schools. In this case, the PTR for government preparatory school is 1:14, 

while it is 1:17 for the non-government preparatory schools. In light of this, the PTR is in a better 

condition for the government preparatory schools than non government schools in 2011 E.C.

As Chart 3.30 revealed the number of pupil section ratio was near to the standard (1:40) in 2007 

E.C. But from 2009-2011 E.C pupil section ratio is showing an increasing trend (42 to 46). It needs

The data in table 3.12 indicates that the PSR from 2008 E.C up to 2011 E.C of the general 

secondary schools in Government secondary school is greater than non government. In line with 

this, the government general secondary school is found to be 1: 43 in 2011 E.C while this is by far 

less for the non-government secondary schools 1:37.  

Regarding preparatory schools, better PSR is observed in government school (1:23) in 2011 E.C. 

as compared to general secondary school. There is also significance difference in non government 

school in 2011 E.C. (1:30).

Generally the dropout rate was lower in 2011 E.C (1.53%) when 

compared with 2.57% in 2007 E.C.

Table 3.13 depicts that in 2011 EC Academic Year 66,695 students are beneficiaries of school feeding program that is provided by 

different stakeholders. 50, 975 students are benefited from the feeding program of the City government of Addis Ababa. 6589 students 

are supported by the intervention of “Yenat Weg” and the remaining 9,131 students are supported by various stakeholders. As shown 

in the table 6 government primary schools do not have feeding program. These schools are located in Akaki Kality, Bole, Lideta and 

Nifas Silk Lafto sub cities. This needs due attention of the respective Sub Cities education Offices and school principals.  
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3.7. School Facility   

Schools are places where students acquire new knowledge, develop various skills and bring 

attitudinal changes. Schools play vital role in enhancing the social and personal values of students. 

Therefore, school facilities need due attention in planning worthy learning activities.  

School facilities, such as library, laboratory, ICT and radio play invaluable role to enhance the 

quality of education and to create learners‟ friendly school environment. School facilities can be 

one of a determinant factor that contributes to improve student attendance. Cognizant of this, the 

CGAAEB has been doing its level best to avail school facilities and instructional resources in all 

government schools. In line with this, the 2011 E.C data related to school facilities in primary and 

secondary schools are shown as follows

Library: Table 3.14 depicts that of the total 232 government and 553 non-government primary 

schools, 219 and 523 have libraries respectively. This reveals that a significant number of private 

schools do not have libraries that serve their respective students. 
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Laboratory: the presence of a multipurpose (three-in- one) and well-organized laboratory is 

crucial for all primary schools to make the teaching –learning process more practical and appealing 

to the learners. However, among the total 232 government and 553 non-government primary 

schools, 204 and 470 have laboratories respectively. As the data reveals that a significant number 

of government and private schools do not have laboratories for their students. 

Information and communication technology (ICT) plays a vital role in making tangible the 

teaching learning process through implementing simulation and others. However, the states of this 

input is poorest than library and laboratory services.  

Radio: educational media plays a significant role in improving the quality of classroom education. 

CGAAEB broadcast educational programs for primary school students. These programs assist to 

have collaborated classroom teaching-learning process. Hence, all primary schools are required to 

have radios. The data in table 3.14 shows that only 17 Government primary schools do not use it 

while the number reached 133 in case of private primary schools .  

School Pedagogical Center: These centers are important sources of locally prepared and or 

purchased teaching aids to support classroom teaching learning process. As shown in the table, 51   

private and 14 government primary schools do not use educational media.

schools do not have library service.  

Laboratories: Among 222 private and government schools, 11 schools do not have any science 

laboratory, 36 schools have 3 in 1 and 23 schools have 3 in 2 laboratories.  150 Schools fulfill the 

expected standard in having 3 separate laboratories for the 3 science subjects. 

Information and communication (ICT): as indicated in the table 8 private and 5 government 

schools do not have ICT laboratories.   

Plasma:  The satellite television educational program mainstreamed to improve the quality of 

learning in secondary schools is commonly called the „Plasma‟ program. As shown in table, 141 

private and 12 government secondary and preparatory schools do not have plasma television to 

provide television-assisted instruction.

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As shown in table 3.40, of the 183 government pre-primary schools in the city 158(86.3 %) of 

them have water supply in their compound while 25 (13.7%) of the pre-schools have none. Child 

friendly drinking water tap ( water taps appropriate to the age, height, and maturity level of 

children)  is available. However, the availability of child friendly drinking water tap is not 

uniform. 50 % of the water taps were child friendly in Kolfe-Keranio where as it was 64.2% in 

Yeka Sub city. This indicates that availability drinking water taps is not to the standard.  In 

addition, it is interesting to note that a number of Pre-primary schools in Akaki Kality and Addis 

Ketem sub cities do not have water shortage tanks.    

In regards to water taps for pupil with disability, it is possible to say that pre primary schools are 

not ready to accommodate pupil with disability. 130 (71 %) pre –primary schools did not have 

friendly water taps for pupil with disability. 

In regards to sanitation and hygiene, 155(84.69%) preprimary schools had toilets (Pit latrines) 

whereas 28 (15.31%) of them did not have toilets separated for kids. Only 26 (14.2%) of the 

preprimary schools have separate toilet blocks for boys and girls while 157 (85.8%) schools did 

not have. 39 (21.31 %) of pre primary schools were conducive for pupil with disability whereas 

144 schools were not friendly for those who have special need. 

91 (49.7%) of the preprimary schools had hand washing facilities around latrine block but, 

92(50.3%) of them did have washing facilities. It is worth noting that government preprimary 

schools located in Bole, Gulelle and Yeka subcities are better off in providing hand washing 

facilities for children (81.21%, 77.77% and 60 % respectively). The ratio of pit latrine for boys is 

1:58 while that of female is 1:57 and this is almost similar. The situation seems to be worse for 

Addis Ketema, Akaki, and Bole sub cities (1:105 and 1:103, 1:89 and 1:86, 1:72 and 1:63 for 

both sexes respectively). 129 (70.49 %) preprimary schools had child friendly latrine while the 

rest 54 preprimary schools were not conducive for kids.

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The need for WASH facilities equally applies to private and other none government preprimary 

schools in Addis Ababa and the provision of these facilities are better than those of the 

government ones since the number of children are not as large as those in the government 

holdings. The WASH data in table 3.41 indicates that there were 924 non-government 

preprimary schools in Addis Ababa.

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As shown in table 3.43, there were, in 2011 academic year, 553 non government schools in 

Addis Ababa. Among these schools, 547 of them had drinking water supply. In addition 525 

schools had children friendly water taps, but, 196 schools did not have friendly water taps for 

children with disabilities. 496 (87%) schools had water storage facilities. 

All non government schools (553) had latrines but half of them did not have hand washing 

facilities around latrines. Similarly, more than half of the schools did not have friendly latrines 

for children with disabilities. 452 schools had provided sanitary pads and napkins for girls, but, 

schools that availed MHM room were only 268 (47%).

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Table 3.44 shows the provision of WASH facilities. As indicated in the table, there were 73 

government secondary schools. Among these schools 9 of them did not have any water supply. 

Although there were 1678 water taps in the secondary schools, 268 water taps were not 

functional. In addition, the water drinking tap ratio was 1: 60. Moreover, only 24 taps were 

friendly for children with disabilities. 54 secondary schools had water storage tanks while 46 of 

them had hand washing facilities around latrines. 57 of the schools had pit latrines while 52 

schools had separate blocks for both sexes. The pit latrine student ratio was not uniform for 

males and females. It was 1:63 and 1:76 for male and female students respectively. In addition, 

teacher‟s latrine ratio was 1:11. On the other hand, 59 secondary schools had no friendly latrines 

for students with disabilities. 22 secondary schools did not have any provisions of sanitary pads 

and napkins for girls.  On top of that, 46 secondary schools had no MHM room.

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As shown in the table 3.45, there 149 private and other secondary schools in 2011 E.C. Of this 

137 had drinking water supply. Besides this, there were a total of 1724 water taps. But, 44 water 

taps were not functional.  The water tap student ratio was 1:34. Of the total 1724 drinking water 

taps 91(5%) were only friendly for students with disabilities. 126 private and other secondary 

schools had drinking water storage tanks.  

135 the schools had toilet facilities but 31 schools did not have hand washing facilities around 

latrines. The ratio of pit latrine for both sexes was more or less similar (1:43 and 1:48 for male 

and female students respectively). The pit latrine ratio for teachers was 1:13. On the other hand, 

34 secondary schools were not friendly for disabled students. 121 schools had provided sanitary 

and napkins for girls‟ students. However, 85 schools had no any room accessible for MHM.

65453 was also more than males‟ participation which is 5831.  As can be seen from table 3.46 

more participation is observed in Sport club, Gender, Civic and ethical education and Health were 

the most favorable clubs for primary level teachers and students in government schools. In this 

regard 118,231 students were participated in all clubs.

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4. Education Finance 

The concern of school finance or educational finance is the relationship between cost and 

expenditure in the production of educational services. The   real   cost   of   an   activity   is   not   

simply   money   spent   on   it,   but   the alternative   opportunities   that   have   to   be   

foregone   or   sacrificed   when   a particular choice is   made. Resources allocated to an activity 

can   either be   measured   in   terms   of   expenditure   (paid   or   money   value)   or   in   real 

terms   opportunity   cost);   it   could   be   time   put   in   by   the   teachers   and students   and   

services   rendered   by   physical   facilities(buildings, equipment   and   furniture)   with   

respect   to   an   educational    process.   The measurement   of   real   cost   is   based   on   the   

opportunity   cost   concept.  

 For   the   purpose of   achieving   quality   education   delivery,   both institutional and student 

financing require adequate attention and this is what education finance is all about. The goal of 

education finance is to ensure   adequate   provision   and   effective   utilization   of   available 

resources, while   at   the   same   time   exploring   alternative   strategies   to ensure continuous   

inflow   of   resources   for   sustainable   education.  

   Education finance can be classified   into   two, namely; institutional finance   and   student   

finance.   Institution   finance   relates   to the cost of servicing the various inputs into the 

educational system, such as the human and physical resources. On the other hand, student 

finance can be defined as any form of assistance or aid by means of provision of money  or  

material   resources (books,  equipment, stationery, materials) given to the students in  need, to 

compliment the  limited  resources available  to  them  in  the  course  of  studies,  to  help   pay   

for   their educational expenses. This can be in form of scholarships, loans, grants, bursaries,   

graduate   fellowships,   foreign   aids,   donations   and   exchange programmers. 

Budgeting for Education encompasses the process of financial allocation built on education plan 

of a nation, balanced with adequate income plan and corresponding spending   plan.   

Education budget is the main government policy implementation tool which synchronizes the 

physical plan with revenue, cost and expenditure. It also serves as one of the angles to undertake 

education sector diagnosis. The source of education finance comprises of public budget 
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allocation, schools‟ internal income, voluntary contribution of community, private sectors 

support, development partners aid, NGOs and Charity organizations assistance.   

City Government of Addis Ababa has given immense priority to allocate budget so as to attain 

education goals, objectives and targets. Based on this, the Bureau disbursed budget to achieve 

the second year of fifth term Education Sector Development Program/ESDP V/ and second year 

of second Growth and Transformation Plan/GTP-2/. The heart of these sector wide plans are 

improving management system, ensuring quality, enhancing internal efficiency, promoting 

access and equity and increasing IFAE. The greater part of the budget distribution of the Bureau 

was in accordance with these 5 priority issues.  

In addition, the budget has facilitated the implementation of 7 cross-cutting programs; namely, 

gender mainstreaming, special need education, HIV/AIDS, environmental protection, education 

in emergencies, school health and nutrition and drug-substance abuse prevention. 

Accordingly, at city level student teacher ratio, the class room student ratio, the textbook 

student ratio, the qualification level of teachers, net enrollment ratio and gender parity index 

have shown progress. Besides, the provision of educational equipment‟s like plasma, radio, 

school net technology, computer lab and science laboratory materials have improved. Generally, 

the public spending on education in Addis Ababa has increased from time to time.  

4.1   Public Budget Allocation

4.2 Community Voluntary Contribution 

The community participation play pivotal role to improve teaching and learning environment. 

The community assists schools in providing human and financial resources through school 

leadership, building, expansion and renovation of classrooms or new schools, improving water, 

sanitation and hygiene facilities, as well as supply of educational materials (ICT equipment and 

accessories, science laboratories and library facilities).

4.3 Development Partners Assistance 

The international donors have involved in sector development program in City Government of 

Addis Ababa Education Bureau are UNICEF and GEQIP (by integrated assistance of DFID, 

GPE, IDA/WB, Finland, USAID, Italy and others.) Their effort has been contributing to 

succeed in ESDP V, GTP-2 and Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).  
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The assistance by GEQIP project is mainly targeted on GEQIP II six components: (i) 

Curriculum, Textbooks, Assessment& Examinations(CTAEI) ; (ii) Teacher Development 

Program (TDP); (iii) School Improvement Program; (iv)System Management and Capacity 

Building program;(v) ICT for Education (vi)  Program Coordination, Monitoring and 

Evaluation, and Communication(PCMEC). 

To implement those six components except ICT for education, allocated GEQIP budget is 

distributed in to three categories of educational institutions, namely, primary & secondary 

schools and ABE centers which is the first category and Kotebe metropolitan university and  

directorates in education bureau are the second and the third categories respectively.

Table 4.3 indicates that the amount of UNICEF fund decreased from time to time. In 2011 E.C 

there was a little fund raising increment. Beside this, the allocation of GEQIP budget shows an 

increment in each year except 2011E.C. 

 The share of school grant budget from total allocated GEQIP budget   has a figure of 55%, 

71%, 69%, 58%, 49% and 61.68% in   described years respectively (2006 E.C, 2007 E.C, 2008 

E.C, 2009 E.C 2010 E.C, and 2011 E.C).  

4.3.1 School grant 

 The School Grants Program is an initiative by the Ministry of Education to improve school 

performance and the quality of education in all Government primary and secondary schools, 
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and Alternative Basic Education (ABE) Centers .It is funded under the General Education 

Quality Improvement Project II (GEQIP-II), which is supported by the Government of Ethiopia 

and development partners (world bank, DFID, GPE, Finland, USAID, Italy and others).  

    School Grants are payments made to all ABE centers and government schools in Ethiopia, 

based on the number of students enrolled in each institution. It is to be spent by each Parent, 

Student and Teacher Association, to deliver their School Improvement Plan and improve their 

school performance, with a special focus on improving the quality of teaching and learning. 

In GEQIP-II, a special focus is on the teaching and learning environment and schools should 

spend at least fifty percent of their School Grant on teaching and learning domain.  

School Grant is not meant to replace any existing and ongoing funding that is provided to the 

school or ABE center by parents and the community. But is an additional contribution to allow 

institutions to improve the teaching and learning environment.  

         4.3.2    Amount of School Grant 

The Ministry of Education has set the minimum grant to be allocated for each student enrolled 

in schools and ABE centers. This is referred to as the „regular‟ grant. In addition to this school 

grant, special consideration was taken in to account in allocation of school grant for special 

need in the rate of 1% and 2% from total school grants in school in 2008 E.C and 2009 E.C 

respectively.
